Silver Lake Wesleyan Camp Community Rules

Community Rules, Guidelines and Regulations, with St. Lawrence Family Conference footnotes.

 

1. Parents or Guardians are responsible for their children under the age of 18 at all times. This applies to all areas of the Camp, i.e. Beach, Cottages, Tabernacle, etc. Children under 18 years shall not occupy any accommodations including trailers, tents, etc. unless supervised by an adult assuming parental responsibility that is staying on the Camp grounds.

2. Smoking is prohibited in all public buildings.

3. No alcoholic beverages or non-prescription drugs are allowed on the campgrounds.

4. For the safety of everyone, firearms on the Campground are strictly forbidden, except for emergency use by the persons authorized by the Camp board. Please respect your neighbour’s rights and maintain Quiet Time from 11:00 pm (or 30 minutes after the last organized function) to 7.00 am.

5. In keeping with Christian modesty, proper swimming attire shall be worn by all bathers whether on public or private property. 

6. Proper observance of the Lord’s Day (Sunday) is expected on the grounds while avoiding unnecessary pleasure, which does not contribute to the moral and spiritual end of the Day.

7. It is expected that deportment and dress will be characterized by Christian modesty.

8. Pedestrians have the right of way at all times. The speed limit on all Camp roads will be 25 km per hour or 15 mph.

9. Motorized recreational vehicles (i.e. 3 wheel, 4 wheel or motorcycles etc.) and operators must be licensed, insured and abide by the Provincial and Federal laws concerning proper safety equipment. 

10. Pets are not permitted in Camp owned facilities and must be confined to the owners property unless leashed and accompanied by an adult. All animals are to be kept quiet during services and between 11:00 pm. and 7:00 am.

11. It is the responsibility of all license holders and renters to inform all occupants of their premises of the regulations.

12. The interpretation and enforcement of all Silver Lake Wesleyan Camp rules and regulations is under the jurisdiction of the Camp Board.

13. Persistent violations of these rules will result in the camper being required to leave the grounds.
